Easy-Fit Non-Return Valve is Launched

Watertight International has launched an easy-to-fit non-return valve to respond to the problem of flooding by backflow, which is the cause of around 50% incidents of property floods.  The patented* Watertight International Internal Non-Return Valve can be fitted in minutes simply by pushing it into the end of existing pipes within an existing drain.  Foul water with the associate detritus can not then flow back into the property via toilets, plug holes and waste pipes.
Floods caused by adverse weather conditions can result in drains being unable to cope with the volume of water and, instead of draining away, flows back into a property.  Another cause of backflow is blocked drains, most often due to inappropriate material being thrown into a waste pipe.  For example, somebody may discard, say, disposable nappies in to a toilet thereby blocking the pipe.  Because the waste water cannot flow away it flows back into the occupant’s property and/or that of a number of neighbouring properties, with all the associated detritus.   With the aging sewerage system in the UK, the problem of backflow is increasing.  Those in basement properties are particularly at risk because their plumbing is below the main sewerage pipes.
Traditionally it has been necessary to create a further manhole outside a property and carry out extensive remedial work to existing pipes in order to fit a non-return valve.  This is a costly process.  It requires specialist labour, will take at least a day to carry out and costs many hundreds of pounds, typically about £700.  

This is not the case with the new Watertight International non-return valve.  Prices for the valve start from £79.95 and it can be fitted by the householder as it does not require any specialist expertise or equipment.   Instead the valve is simply pushed fitted into the existing pipe work, which usually takes about 20 minutes. Even if a householder chooses to use their plumber to install the valve, it is likely to cost no more than a standard call out charge.  As a result the Watertight International solution provides protection against backflow at a fraction of the cost of a traditional non-return valve.
Manufactured in the UK, the Watertight International Internal Non-Return Valve is available for the most common pipe diameter: 110 mm (4 ins).  Available from Watertight International web site (www.watertightinternational.com) or from selective builders wholesalers and retailers, the recommended retail price is: £79.95, plus postage and packing, if required.  The non-return valves can be purchased with an annual maintenance agreement to ensure perfect working order year after year.
